WYMAN HISTORIC DISTRICT INFORMATION FROM THE BOOK
“WYMAN HISTORIC DISTRICT”
Author Diane Wilk

The Wyman District, block after block, the story is the same; houses filled with rich stories of their
inhabitants and their architecture. Typical is the 1400 block of Franklin Street. At one time it was the
home of such Denver worthies as a telephone company executive Frederick O. Vaille at 1401 Franklin
Street, promoter Ralph Voohrees at 1420 Franklin Street, auditor James Porter Evans at 1427 Franklin
Street, General Irving Hale at 1430 Franklin Street, and railroad executive Frank Trumbill at 1439
Franklin Street.

A block away, just outside of the Wyman borders, at 1407 Humbolt Street was the home of Derick V.
Barkalow. With his brother, Sidney, he operated the restaurant at Union Station from 1881 to 1920 as
well as having a most profitable news agency. After Barkalow moved to 1410 Josephine Street, the 14"
and Humboldt house was occupied by physician Alfred Blackman.

Two blocks East, near the Northwest corner of 14" Avenue and Gilpin Street was the home of Freeland
O. Stanley, the Stanley of the Stanley Steamer and the Stanley Hotel, or so claimed Channing Sweet who
grew up at 1370 Gilpin Street. City directories, however, list Stanley as having been at 2609 14"
Avenue. The house at 1401 Gilpin Street was the home of Colorado Supreme Court Justice John
Campbell. Banker Clarence Adams was nearby at 1446 Gilpin Street.

Institutions mark the Wyman District. Among the earliest was the first to disappear, the Denver
Orphans Home. Seeking a lack of care for orphans, Denver society women took the lead in organizing
the shelter in the late 1870s. They got land at the Northeast corner of 16" Avenue and Race Street
where they built quarters for children in need of care and supervision. Opened in 1881, in addition to a
dormitory, the facility included a barn, chicken coop, and small hospital.

To make sure that everybody knew that they were in charge, the women specified that the Denver
Orphans Home was to be governed by a board of 13 women. A seven-member male board of advisors
was created to assist them. A virtual who’s who, including members of the Evans, Iliff, Routt, and Hill
families, served on the boards.

The Denver Orphans Home relocated just East of Capitol Hill to 1501 Albion Street in 1901. A foremost
supporter was Henrietta Smith whose husband, Milo Smith, was developing the land along Colfax East of
Colorado Boulevard as the Belleview West Neighborhood. She helped the orphanage secure the
property. As a private organization, the Denver Orphans Home had the luxury of carefully choosing
which children it would house. Those it did not want were sent to the State Home for Dependent and
Neglected Children.

In 1962, the facility changed its name to Denver Children’s Home. With foster care facilities displacing
orphanages, it turned its attention to troubled youths between the ages of 10 and 17. Working with
what are known as Children in Need of Supervision, the home has collaborated with the courts in
providing both day and residential treatment for its clients.

The orphanage at 1600 Race Street was demolished to make way for the $8,000 908-vintage home of
Armistead L. Abrahams. An attorney who came to Denver about 1904, the owner was a vice president



of the Continental Trust Company as well as an insurance agent of American Bonding of Baltimore. He
sold the house to Edwin P. Morrison in around 1912.

A civil engineer from Cincinnati, Morrison had married into the Proctor Family of Proctor and Gamble. A
senior executive with Great Western Sugar, he oversaw the design of sugar refineries throughout
Colorado. He died at age 89 in 1959 and his widow, Florence, followed him to the grave at age 85 in
1961. Her will specified that all holdings in the estate were to be sold at public auction.

The mansion was converted into a nursing home, the E & E Guest House. In 1966, it was given to the
Colorado Tuberculosis Association, which had previously been located at 1633 Vine Street. Well into the
1970s, the health advocacy group used the carriage house for an X-ray unit to screen patients for
tuberculosis while a mobile X-ray van was parked in the driveway. The association later became the
Colorado chapter of the American Lung Association whereupon it rented the garage to the League of
Women Voters as that group’s headquarters.

DENVER HISTORY:

Danver was born during the great "Pikes Peak or Busl Gold Rush” of 1859 when soma flakes of placer gold were found where
lhe South Platte River maels Cherry Creek.

In its first few yaars, the city survived a flood, two major fires, several Indian atlacks and even raised an amy that defeated an
invading force of Confedsrates from Texas during the Chil War.

With the discovery of more gold in lhe mountaing. Denver became a boomtown. Salcons. gambling halls and wagen lrains lined
the mud-filed streats, and every cutlaw, lawman and desperadoin the VWest made a vieit 1o the Mila High City

The turn-a-the-century braughl rezpactability and fhe wealth of the mountains was poured inte parks, fountaine, statues, free-
lined straats and elaborate mansions. Denver bacame the most elegant city in a thousand mile radiue - the "Quean City of the
Flains.®

The building boom in recent years hae seen Deanver maore than double in population since 1280, In 1983 alons, a2 much office
space was added to the city as already existed. Recession and a drop in the energy industry cauzed Denver to slow down in the
late 1980's, but in 1997, the city exparenced its highest hotel occupandy in eight years and the highest average room rale sver,
& sure sign that the econamy In Mile High Denver had recoverad once again. Denver is still growing in tha 2002 with more and
more people being attracted to the opportunity, the quality of life, 2nd the beautiful climate thal Denver spolls her residence with.
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DENVER’S POPULATION & DEMOGRAPHICS:

Denver has more than doubled in population since 1960. The City & County of Denver had a population of 554,636 in 2000,
making it larger than the entire population of Wyoming (which has 480,000 people). The six-county metro area has a population
of 2.4 million. Denver's metro population has increased by 29.8% since 1990. In 2000 Denver was the 20th largest metro area in
America, and has the 10th largest downtown area. All of Colorado is experiencing a population boom with over 1,000,000 people
moving to the state in the last decade. Colorado’s population grew 30.5% from 1990 to 2000 with a current total of 4,301,261
residents. It was the third fastest growing state in the last decade. The city is continuing to grow at a rapid rate through 2002 as
more and more people discover this diamond in the Plains.

Demographics: The City & County of Denver has a diverse ethnic population including 11.1% African American; 31.7%
Hispanic; 2.8% Asian and 1.3% Native American. Metro Denver has an ethnic population of 5% Black; 18% Hispanic; 3%
Asian; 1% Native American and 3% multi-racial.

Highest Educated City: Denver is the most educated city in the U.S. Denver has the greatest percentage of high
school and college graduates of any major metropolitan area in the U.S.; 92.1% of the population in the metro area have
high school diplomas and 35% have at least a bachelor's degree, according to the U.S. Census. The national average is
81.7% for high school diplomas and 23% with a college degree.

Baby Boomer Capital: Denver also is the nation’s baby boomer capital, with the highest percentage of boomers of any
major city, according to the 1998 U.S. Census. One third of the city is between age 35 and

54. Including small cities, only two had a higher percentage than Denver -- Santa Fe and

Anchorage. Among major cities, percentage of boomers is: Denver 32.8%; Seattle 31.5%;

Atlanta 31.4%; Washington 31.4%; Portland OR 31.4%; San Francisco 30.8%.

Healthy City: Denver is also the “thinnest” city in America, and Colorado is tied as the

“thinnest” state with Hawaii. A federal report in late 1996 declared that half of American

adults have a weight problem, but Colorado is the exception with less than 20% of

Colorado adults being overweight. The active lifestyle in Denver, the great weather, the

abundance of recreational opportunities and the high education level are credited for this

fact.

DENVER'S LOCATION

Contrary to popular belief, Denver is nct in the mountains; it iz near them. The "Foathills" (a gentle sarias of paaks ranging from
7,000 to 11,000 feet high (2,133 to 3,353 meters high) start to

rise 15 miles (24 kilomelers) west of the city. Slightly bayond that is the Continental Divide and a series of peaks soaring 1o
heights of 14,000 feet, (4,257 meters) known locally as the "Front Range." Denvar itself is located on high, rolling plains.

Although considered “\Western” in characier, Denver ig actually iocated in the center of the country, just 346 milas (557 km) weel
of the exact center of the continental Uniled States. With Ihe axception of Kansas City, Denver is closer 10 the exact center of
the nation than any other metropoitan area. The 15th step on the west side of the State Capitol Bullding is exactly 5,280 feet
(1,609 m) - one mile — above sea level.

CLIMATE:

Denver is located just east of the Rockies and far from any source of meistura giving Denver amild, dry and arid cimate. The
city receives only 8-15 inches (20.3 - 38 ¢m) of pracipitation and records 200 days of sunshine per year - more annual hours of
sun than San Diego. California. or Miami Beach, Florida,

Winters are mild with an average daily high of 46 degrees Fahrenheit, 7 degrees Calsius in February, wamer than New York,
Boston, Chicago or St Louls. Snow does fall, but it usually melts in a short lime. Golf courses remain open all year and have
been played on as many as 30 days in January. Chinaok winds (2 wind blowing down from a mountain thal gaing heal as || loses
elevation) can bring €0 degrea F (16 degrees C) weathar to Denver at any time throughout the winter

In summer, dry relative humidity makes Denver feel cool and comfortable, offering natural air conditioning, Fall is 2 particulary
delightful time to visit the city and make day excursions to the mountains to view the colorful changing of the aspens, an event
that takes place from mid-Septembsr until mid-Cclober.
