The major Colorado north-south interstate, |-25, runs through Castle Rock and links the community with
the major east-west routes of I-70 and I-80. Three I-25 interchanges in town provide direct access to the
town’s commercial districts as well as US Highway 85 and Colorado Highway 83 and 86. Two new [-25
interchanges are planned and an existing one is being reconfigured.

Castle Rock is completing final segments of a ring road that will support the free movement of future
traffic around and through the community. Going counter clockwise from the northeast, the ring road is
composed of Founders Parkway, Meadows Parkway, and an extension of Coachline road on the west
side of I-25 to be named Plum Creek Parkway (new Southwest connector road), and an extension of
Plum Creek Parkway on the east side of I-25 (new Southeast connector road).

Location, Location, Location.

Castle Rock is an ideal location for business within Colorado. It is located on [-25 between Colorado’s
two largest cities: Denver and Colorado Springs. It is an easy drive to and from either city, making it
possible to attract workers from either area and service either area.

While just outside the Denver metro area, Castle Rock has its own historic downtown and economic
vibrancy. Its affluent population creates a stable demand for convenient goods and services — and a
ready source of skilled workers. The town has a broad spectrum of office parks, retail centers and
commercial properties. But, development opportunities still exist in order to meet future needs as Castle
Rock’'s business community grows.

Castle Rock is located on the Front Range of the beautiful Rocky Mountains. It has the sunny climate
and dramatic landscape that Colorado is famous for. It lies at 6202 feet above sea level, slightly higher
than Denver. It encompasses 33 square miles.




Spending Patterns

Castle Rock and the surrounding trade area is an affluent market. So it is not surprising that area
consumers spend more than the national average. In fact, research indicates that the consumers in the
immediate Castle Rock trade area (5 mile radius) spend more than 150% of the national average in all
categories of products and services. In the greater Castle Rock trade area, which encompasses Castle
Pines, residents commonly spend 175% to 200% of the national average.
